Welcome News on Broadband for Burrator
Keith Scrivener

SUPERFAST broadband may be coming to our Burrator villages sooner than was

thought. The Burratorar ea i s one of the many O&6bl

there are no plans by BT or the other main providers to install fibre optic cables to
communities.

But now a private company, Airband, has been awarded the contract to provide the
infrastructure for superfast broadband in the National Park and it has already started
the job. At a special Dartmoor National Park briefing for parish councillors, the news
was broken that customers will be able to expect new services from the end of 2016.
The Airband system works using wireless technology similar to Wi Fi. A relay of
small radio transmitters, no bigger than a football, pass a signal to a small aerial
attached to your house or business premises. The end-user experience is said to
be very similar to having a fibre optic cable coming in underground - but is a lot
easier, cheaper and quicker to install.

Airband are promising to deliver 24 Mbs to most rural premises on Dartmoor with
the remainder receiving at least 12 Mbs wherever you live. What is essential is that
you will need to have a direct line of sight from your house to the nearest radio
transmitter and you will need to enter a new contract with your chosen internet
provider to receive the new high speed service. You have to ask for it!

Airband are already out and about in our villages undertaking surveying and
mapping projects to decide where best to situate the transmitters. Likely spots are
tall buildings such as churches or farmyard barns. In some cases transmitters will
sit on top of small poles similar to telegraph poles. Planning permission will be
needed for the transmitters - but not for the receivers on your homes.

Airband have successfully completed similar projects in other difficult geographical
regions, including parts of Wales, Warwickshire, Worcestershire, Herefordshire and
Shropshire.

News from Meavy CE Primary School: Bat-caves, dinosaurs and politics!

The first part of the Autumn term has been as eventful as ever in Meavy School.
We are | earning about an exciting range
interests, which you can read about in the class news below. We have had some
interesting trips, including some of our older children visiting the Houses of
Parliament, a class trip to the synagogue, and a variety of activities making use of
the wonderful environment around our school. We have had all sorts of visitors,
most notably the head-teachers from our link schools in Tanzania who came for a
week in October.

We are grateful to have an amazing group of volunteers, some parents and
grandparents, some people from our local community. These make it possible to
run a wide range of activities and clubs such as gardening, cross-stitch and
German; and also to enable us to plan more exciting lessons that need that bit of
extra adult help.

This is what our individual classes have been up to:

Acorn Class i Our new children have settled in really well and it seems as if they
have always been part of our Meavy family. In the Foundation Stage we are led by
the childrends interests. This why we h
receiving letters from the Owl Babies! The children have started their phonic work
and are already confidently identifying letter sounds. We have been ordering
numbers to 10 and then 20 and counting out objects to match numerals. The
children have been making good use of our outside learning environment and have
enjoyed making potions in the mud kitchen using the herbs growing in our garden.
Beech Class i This term Beech class have been very busy learning all about
dinosaurs. We have found out about lots of new dinosaurs, pterosaurs and sea
creatures. In literacy we have researched information about them and used this to
write our own non-fiction class book. In maths we have measured dinosaurs by
length, weight and ordered them on a timeline. We have also been concentrating
on our place value knowledge and how to use this to solve other maths problems.
In art and design we have been creating sculptures with clay and making 3D
mobiles
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Chestnut Class - In Chestnut class, we have developed our knowledge of religions
to include Judaism. We have been to visit the Synagogue in Plymouth and seen the
Torah scrolls in the Ark and learned who sits where and why. We also visited the
Minster Church of St. Andrew and saw its awesome modern stained glass windows,
one of which tells the story of Good Friday almost as a puzzle. We made this trip
with our partner class from Lady Modi for
We have been on our fortnightly walks of the local area, using this to inspire our
writing and also to make guide to the local area for our link schools in Tanzania. On
our most recent walk, Beech Class came along with us. We had an inspiring visit
from a poet and collectively wrote some poems about Dartmoor.

We have tackled a number of mat hs i nve
fours. o You have to combine exactly fo
number from 1 to 20. So, for example, (4x4)+(4/4)=17. We are learning about World

War Il, and are recreating the posters of the time such as Dig for Victory. We will be
displaying these at the Remembrance Service, alongside explaining a little of the
background.

Oak Class - The children have been learning about life in Athens and Sparta,
making comparisons between the two city states and deciding which one was the
greatest city state in Ancient Greece. They have been developing their debating

skills and putting forward their argument as to why they think Athens or Sparta was

the greatest. In literacy the children have been writing their own Ancient Greek
myths and Dartmoor poems which we made into a book for the Tanzanian heads.

Moorland Community Speed Watch.
Nigel Tigwell

Dartmoor Forest Parish Council is leading an initiative to establish a Volunteer
Community Speed Watch Scheme to monitor traffic on moorland roads. The
primary aim is to reduce animal deaths by encouraging traffic to keep to the legal
speed limit (40mph) or slower in inclement weather, but will also operate in village
30mph zones. This will include roads in Burrator and Plasterdown Parishes.
Drivers who are recorded as speeding will receive warning letters from the Police,
with increasing sanctions against repeat offenders. Volunteers, who will be trained
and insured by the Police as part of the Police Volunteer Programme, will be asked
to undertake a one-two hour shift each month.

The Moorland Community Speed Watch scheme will operate in partnership with the
Police, Dartmoor National Park Authority and Dartmoor Livestock Protection
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Society. This partnership will also share resources to install new Vehicle Activated
Speed Signs at key points on the moor. If you are interested in becoming a
volunteer, please contact the Dartmoor Forest Parish Clerk (Nigel Tigwell) on 01822
890274 or clerk@dartmoorforestpc.net.

Dr T o dd tal&esoeeredasperiod of great social unrest and uncertainty, singling
out some of the major issues of the times and the people who were prepared to
stand up and demand change.

One of these was local man William Elford who took up the cause of abolishing
slavery with the publishing of a drawing of the slave ship Brooks highlighting the
terrible cramped and inhumane conditions. Re-published many times here and in
the US this was instrumental in the eventual abolition despite not everyone being in
favour.

Facsism was the next topic with Plymouth and in particular the Western Morning
News playing a prominent part in the mi
of visits to Plymouth, his rallies accompanied by melees, street fights and attacks
on photographers. The violence and unrest continued when the Fascists moved to
Exeter, though the Chief Constable there sought to defy the Home Secretary by
outlawing the rallies. Mosley was popular in Exeter but eventually moved on.

The Suffragette movement hit the headlines in Plymouth in 1913 when Emily
Pankhurst was arrested on board the steamship Majestic as it sailed in from New
York. Big crowds waited on the quayside as she was taken to Exeter Prison where
she was force-fed and later released. This followed protests in the area 4 years
previously when 3 women from Torbay and Exeter were also imprisoned and force-
fed for their protests.

Corder Catchpool 1917 was one of the first conscientious objectors. Returning from
serving in the Ambulance Corps in France he claimed to be a Quaker and refused
to be conscripted, being sentenced to 10 years in prison. After release he married
and he and his wife played prominent roles with other Quakers in helping the Jews
to emigrate from Nazi Germany and running rest homes for ex-prisoners in
Germany. In 1916 around 1,000 Aconchiesc
at Princetown.

Elsie Knocker (nee Shapter), born in Exeter in 1884 was an orphan at the age of
six. She later married and had a son though the marriage failed and she fuelled her
passion as a motorcyclist earning the n
1914 she teamed up with her fellow motorcycle fanatic Mairi Chisholm joining the
Ambulance Corps in Belgium. They worked tirelessly saving lives bringing back
wounded from the front line. They became famous with their subsequent exploits
(warranting a book i still available online), and earned many honours.

Briefly married again becoming a baroness, Elsie joined the WAAF in WW2 and
was twice mentioned in despatches.

The abolition of Capital Punishment was the cause of Violet van der Elst, who
having started working life as a scullery maid, then earned a fortune developing
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cosmetics. She used her monies to write books and wage vocal campaigns against
the death penalty and staged a protest at Exeter Prison in 1936 trying
unsuccessfully to avert the execution of Charlotte Bryant. She died almost penniless
in 1966 having seen the abolition the year before.

Other interesting characters at the time included Philidda 1915 i a newspaper
columnist in Exeter, she wriawhatcolousshaesto e s
wear, how to treat your servants etc. When WW1 broke out, she completely
changed her style, writing about men going off and coming back from the war, tales
of the wounded and food shortages and the impact on Exeter of the conflict. She
gained a reputation T unusual at the time 7 for her honest views. When the war
ended, she reverted to advising ladies how to look after their men!

Todd also mentioned B.H. St. John OO6Nei |
who fought a hard campaign against the destruction of old buildings in Exeter after
the war. Though a lot of these were only partially damaged and saveable, all were
pulled down by the local Council.

Todd closed by mentioning Thomas Bennett who was executed in Exeter in 1531
for objecting to the Catholic Church and the subsequent burning of all religious art
across the country.

Finally we were left with the thoughts as to whether the discordant views in the world
today are any different to what we have seen in the past?

AnVictorian Tavistock©o

Our first event of the autumn welcomed a new speaker to our society in the form of
Linda Elliott who is very involved with Tavistock Museum.

Linda started off by outlining the reign of the Queen who gave her name to the
Victorian Era. Coming to the throne in 1837 at the age of 18, she reigned for over
63 years, only recently being overtaken by our own Queen Elizabeth 11. She was
married to her first cousin Prince Albert for a relatively short period of 21 years,
though they did manage to have 9 children in that time.

During the early part of her reign Tavistock was a bit of a boom town. The mid
1 8 0 0 0 sa fl@@ aff migrants coming in - mainly for the mining - the population
increasing by over 40% in a 20 year period. Around 450 families were clustered
around what was quite a small area including the slums of Bannawell & Brook
Streets, often 6 families to a house, with 20 public houses.

However the then 7" Duke of Bedford started to initiate improvements and as the
century progressed, many changes were seen. Along came new housing, a new
town centre, waterworks, police station and cemetery. Prior to this poor people were
often buried in unmarked paupers graves. For a penny a week with the Prudential
Company, people could reserve a burial plot i Linda displayed a copy of one such
insurance policy. The railway arrived in 1859 and Tavistock hospital opened in
1887. Up to 1920 local chemists were very important in healthcare, often acting in
place of doctors and being able to veto immunisation.

By the end of the 19" century the population of the town had halved, most of the
miners having left for Australia or Canada i a trip to the latter then only costing 6
guineas! But improvements to the town and living conditions continued. New
schools were opened (WH Smith in Russell Street) and sports facilities were
formed.
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Given her association with the museum, Linda supported her talk with an array of
costumes and memorabilia carefully laid out on the stage. This ranged from
christening & night gownsanda f ar mer 6 s smock t o scihoo
causing some amusement as Linda read out extracts.
The evening continued on a very informal basis with various questions and
contributions from the members present. Members then queued to look at the
various photographs, mining maps and a variety of other interesting artefacts. They
were also encouraged to pay a visit to the museum itself to learn more about the
t ownods hithe Vidariagn Era.n d

An historical walk from Princetown to Hart Tor

A beautiful sunny evening in August was attended by around 40 of our members
and guests who enjoyed a circular walk led by Dr. Tom Greeves.

Out of the main car park, our route took us past the site of the old railway station,
the terminus of the line from Yelverton which opened in 1883 and closed in 1956.
We passed the only remaining building which is thought to be an old stable block.
Tombébs picture of the old station conjur
it in its heyday. Just past here are a series of PCWW stones, dated 1932, marking
the watershed boundary of Burrator Reservoir.

Having safely negotiated the busy main B3212, we arrived at Meavy Head with the
workings and spoil heaps of Devils Bridge mine clearly visible. Tom related the story
of a tinner back in 1281 called Wm. Voyner who was killed in an accident at the
mine. Evidence of the exploits of the miners can be clearly seen along the course
of the Meavy (or Mewy), the evening sun casting dark shadows on the scarps along
the river bank.

Next point of interest was the 600 yard marker post of the disused rifle range dating
from the early 180006s. We foll owed the
the remains of the butts (or targets) just below Hart Tor. Along the way Tom pointed
out the various hut circles numbering around 40 in total. About 20 of these had been
excavated in 1896 by the Dartmoor Exploration Committee who found various
artefacts, including bits of pottery and charcoal.

We paused on the slopes of Hart Tor and enjoyed the surrounding views i many of
the distant tors clearly visible along with the prehistoric enclosure on the side of
Raddick Hill. Tom showed us a picture of a contented moorman from the past
enjoying the same vista. Nearby are a line of old metal posts marking boreholes
which had been sunk to explore an earlier potential site for the dam of Burrator
Reservaorr.

T o mpiéce de résistance had us standing by a line of unexceptional rushes. This
he explained was a line of trenches, part of the site of a relatively unknown National
Experiment carried out in 1869. Over a period of about a week, 300 men were
camped on adjacent Middle Hill testing the efficiency of shrapnel versus case shells.
Targets of timber and bags of sawdust, (apparently preferable to carcasses of dead
sheep), were erected and artillery from nearly 1200 yards away on North Hessary
Tor bombarded the area across the valley. Pits were also excavated i it would seem
in record time, a sense of urgency perhaps before the firing started! i for both
riflemen and horses to take cover.
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|l t6s hard to imagine now what such a du
sounded like at the time, though Tom was able to produce some interesting old
photos of the layout.

An amazing new piece of information, unearthed it would seem from studying old
book publisher catalogueséTombébs own WwWorC
As the sun began to set and the evening cooled off, we made our way back along

the well defined track, our knowledge greatly enhanced, rounded off by a pint at a

local hostelry T a fitting end to our summer series.

Thanks to Dr.Greeves for a very interesting, perhaps even historic, evening.

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My Year in Nepal
Sophie Allen i local resident

Home to the Arun Valley 1 the deepest valley in the world, and Tilicho Lake T the
highest altitude lake in the world, Nepal has a lot to offer. Its geographic diversity
continues to extreme cold hills with constant mild weather, and lush green
countryside with a tropical climate i t he Food Basket. Nepal
dominates rural areas with less than 20% living in towns and cities. People are
united by religion and linguistic diversity having never been controlled by foreign
enemies.

Next September, | will be going to Nepal to teach professionally in rural schools, as
part of a volunteer scheme run by the charity Project Trust. The charity sends school
leavers to over 20 countries across the world to participate in social projects such
as TESOL programmes. During the summer holidays, | travelled to the Isle of Call,
one of the Inner Hebrides and home to under 200 people, to participate in a
selection course for Project Trust. As well as a short expedition, volunteering and
ceilidh dancing, | attended interviews with staff who later offered me a project
teaching in my desired country of Nepal. A benefit of teaching projects is the
flexibility to travel during school holidays when | look forward to exploring
Kathmandu and the mountains.

Following the April earthquake in Nepal over 40% of the population in poverty.
Despite generous amounts of foreign aid, it will take years to recover and education
will play a large part in the process and provide pathways to improve the GDP and
overall quality of life. The quality of education is far poorer than in the UK; class
sizes are as high as 70 and resources are basic. Just 57.4% of Nepalese adults are
literate meaning opportunities in life are limited to farming locally or labouring in
Middle Eastern factories.

Nepal is a country that follows tradition. There is an expectation for all members of
the community to contribute to local agriculture - having lived on a farm all my life, |
am excited to discover contrasting methods of agriculture such as cultivation using
buffalo. After consulting a couple who lived in Nepal for seven years, | hope to set
up a secondary project teaching women to make goat and yak cheese.

| may be required to teach in Nepali as students have varying knowledge of the
English language. Learning Nepalese will allow me to integrate with the community
which is vital when they are kind enough to host me.

In order to go abroad, | need to raise £6,200. My fundraising efforts have included
hosting O0HIi gh Tea at Yeo Housed raising
