Lady Modi fordos

At Lady Modiford's, we are fully taking advantage of spending the Summer term in
school.

This time last year, Vixen Tor class planted seed potatoes, beans and peas,
however, the covid restrictions meant the children were not able to see how these
grow and subsequently, gather the produce grown. So this year, we have planted
some more potatoes and other seeds to see first-hand how our garden grows. The
children are enjoying watering and tending their plants and are proving themselves
to be fabulous gardeners.

Sheepstor class have been working hard with their teacher to make great use of the
polytunnels and have prepared the soil to enable them to plant out their chillies and
have plans for so much more fruit and vegetables to be grown.

Acorn and Beech Class

We have been enjoying the sunshine and using our outdoor areas for maths
counting in fives and sketching flowers. In D & T, Acorn Class have been working
on pivots and levers. They designed their own pictures using the mechanism and
created some wonderful moving Easter cards for mummies and daddies.

Beech class have become gardeners this term and they are growing runner beans
and sunflowers! They have also been identifying wildflowers and trees. In art, they
have also been learning about Vincent Van Gogh and exploring his artwork
Sunflowers and Starry Night.

Chestnut Class

Chestnut Class have been learning to write recounts of walks with information about
the places visited. They went on a walk to Sheepstor village and churchyard to
practice these skills. They walked through the Bluebell Woods and over the giant
stile on the way. In the churchyard they investigated St Leonard, the old stone
crosses, a mysterious skull carving and the Brooke family. They walked up the back
lane on to the open moor at the base of the Tor and sheltered for lunch.
Afterwards they walked down to Burrator and investigated the ruins of Longstone
Manor including a cider press and a wind strew. Then we avoided a sinking bog on
our way back to school via the two dams. A lovely but tiring day.

Chestnut Class continued to make the most of the glorious sunshine before Easter,
when they took their art lesson outside into the school grounds to draw a variety of
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spring flowers. They made viewfinders first which focussed the eye and helped
them to record what they actually saw, rather than what they think they saw.

Oak Class

We have been learning about plants and how to take cuttings to produce new plants.
We have had some very successful potato plants and geraniums and we have
learned lots about different parts of plants and how to ensure they grow
successfully. This has inspired the children to continue planting and taking cuttings
of plants at home.

Our topic for last term was climate change, and the children enjoyed putting their
debating skills to practice. They had a class debate and took on the role of people
who have different opinions about climate change. The children enjoyed their
discussions and learned that there are lots of different opinions and information to
consider when thinking about climate change.

During our climate change topic, Oak Class learned
about the deforestation of the rainforests in Borneo
and the plight of the orangutan, which is being pushed
closer to extinction all for the production of palm oil.
They felt so strongly about this cause, and as
courageous advocates, they wrote letters to the
Pri me Minister and big c
expressing their concerns at deforestation of these g
forests and the destructiono f t he or ang &
We look forward to receiving their replies.
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Year 5/6 have enjoyed lots of opportunities for art. They have been focussing on
famous artists and have created some amazing artwork this term. They painted
their own version of Claude Monet's 'The Poppy Field'. They used a variety of
media, including watercolours and pen to recreate a beautiful summer's day.

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Rajah Brookeds Burrator House

after 144 years

The Burrator House estate, once owned by the first Rajah of Sarawak, has been
acquired by a UK conservation charity led by his descendants.

On 18 February 2021, at the end of almost a year of the pandemic, and after more
than 18 months of campaigning amidst challenging times for the heritage sector,
our charity completed on the acquisition of the historic Burrator House Estate, just
outside the village of Sheepstor.

Though we are a UK charity, most of our conservation work to date has been on
the island of Borneo, in the state of Sarawak, and this is the first tangible project we
have undertaken in the UK.

For those not familiar with the historical links of this place to the tropical kingdom of
Sarawak on the island of Borneo, it will help to know that Burrator House was rebuilt
by the first Rajah of Sarawak, Sir James Brooke, some six generations ago. In 1859
the Rajah, broken by smallpox and almost bankrupt after spending his entire fortune
for the good of Sarawak, retired here
£8,800 to purchase the estate and build Burrator, and save him from financial
anxiety in his retirement.
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
